Practical information
Getting to Leuven from Brussels Airport

1. by train 
There is a direct train link between Brussels International Airport at Zaventem and Leuven. It runs twice an hour and the transfer takes approx. 15 minutes. 
Trains depart from the basement (level -1) of the Arrivals’ Hall. Departure times: 17’ and 39’ after each hour (e.g. 10:17 and 10:39 a.m.).

The first train to Leuven departs at 05:17 a.m., the last train to Leuven departs at 11.39 pm.

The price for a one way ticket currently is 5.35,- €.  This ticket can be purchased at the entrance hall of the Zaventem railway station or on the train. In case you don’t have a ticket, you should inform the ticket inspector before you enter the train. This prevents you from having to pay a fine.
2. by taxi 
Taxis are waiting in line in front of the airport.

The price of a taxi ride from Zaventem to Leuven is approximately 65,- €. 

Getting to Leuven from Brussels South (Bruxelles Midi/Brussel Zuid) railway station 
Because of the dense traffic in the city centre of Brussels it is advisable to take a train from Brussels South Station to Leuven. There are 5 connections per hour from Brussels South Station to Leuven. The transfer takes approx. 30 minutes. (except for the train leaving at 12’ after each hour, transfer time is 40 minutes).
Trains depart from the main hall. Departure times: 8’, 12’, 28’, 30’ and and 57’ after each hour (e.g. 10:08, 10:12, 10:28, 10:30 and 10:57 a.m.).

The first train to Leuven departs at 5.08 am, the last train to Leuven departs at 11:57 p.m.

The current price for a one way ticket is : 4.80,- €.
