Member Universities which manage their own Career Service, with the purpose of linking educational and professional activities before and after graduation, intend to cooperate to develop their expertise in a European framework.

Aims 

In pursuit of its Mission the Working Party on Career Guidance aims to:

1. systematically exchange information on the organisation of the services and innovative practices;

2. monitor and better understand the European trends of labour market dynamics concerning University graduates at all levels;

3. share information about practice of traineeship (internship, work experience, and the like) of students and graduates, both within the respective Country and abroad;

4. create a virtual community of career guidance professionals within the Member Universities (referring to EU Programmes as a co-operation framework). This community could be realised through the creation of a communication space, staff exchange, mutual learning and training programmes;

5. build a map of competences in the specific field and identify a benchmarking approach to compare and improve the current practice;

6. organise an annual European Career Fair, held in different towns of Member Universities on a rotation basis, in order to address students, graduates and firms regarding internships and jobs.”
